CAST AGREEMENT: The 25th Annual Putnam County Spelling Bee
Dear Spelling Bee cast member,

This letter will serve as an agreement between you and Hull Performing Arts regarding your participation in the 2013 HPA Production of The 25th Annual Putnam County Spelling Bee. By participating in this production you agree to the following…
CAST FEE: There is a $20 cast fee for this production. Financial aid is available if needed. Please pay the fee as soon as possible.

TERM OF ENGAGEMENT: May 28, 2013 to July 21, 2013. Rehearsals for The 25th Annual Putnam County Spelling Bee
begin on May 28, 2013 and continue through July 13, 2013. Performances run July 18, 19, 20 and 21. Please see the Rehearsal Schedule (Appendix A). 
NOTE ON REHEARSALS: Rehearsals usually run about 2 hours. Some rehearsals may run longer later in the rehearsal schedule especially during tech week. Cell-phones, electric gadgets, and gaming devices are not permitted during the rehearsal process. Actors can make and receive calls before and after rehearsal, as well as during breaks. All rehearsals are closed to parents, siblings and other outside parties for the duration of the process, unless they have prior permission from the director.

NOTE ON ATTENDANCE: Actors are required to be at all rehearsals to which they are called. There are no

exemptions. To be excused from rehearsal please contact the Stage Manager and Director at least two

rehearsals prior to the rehearsal in question so that we can make adjustments to the schedule. For all last minute issues, please call the Director at 617-935-2464 as soon as possible.
RULES OF PARTICIPATION: 

Because theater is a team activity, your participation is needed when scheduled. A late or absent actor can derail a rehearsal very quickly. For that reason, we ask that all Actors agree:

· to report on time for all rehearsals and performances

· to properly care for costumes and props

· to respect the physical property of the production and the theater and

· to abide by all reasonable rules and regulations of HPA as outlined in this agreement AND at rehearsals.

SCRIPTS: The librettos are rented from Music Theatre International. You can mark your books only with No. 2 pencils very lightly. All librettos must be returned to HPA, full erased, by the last performance. There is a fee of $25 replacement fee for any lost or damaged libretto. 

NOTE ON DIRECTION: We encourage everyone’s creative thoughts. Any thoughts or comments about your character should be openly discussed in rehearsal. Any thoughts or ideas you have for another character should be brought to the attention of the Stage Manager or Director. 

PLAY AS DIRECTED: Actor agrees to play as directed. Changes to an actor’s performance may not be made without permission of the Director. Please note this includes all aspects of performance including lines, blocking and changes to business backstage. Rehearsals are the time to try new business and we welcome your input. However, once the Director gives his or her final decision, you cannot change your performance.

MEMORIZATION: Once a scene, song or choreography has been blocked, you can be on book for the next rehearsal, but should be off-book by the rehearsal after that. This helps create a professional environment and ensures the forward momentum of the rehearsal process.

NO DIVA ZONE: HPA is a registered 501c3 educational endeavor with a commitment to fostering development in the Theater Arts. Maintaining your role in any HPA production is based more on attitude and commitment than entitlement or talent; therefore Hull Performing Arts is a NO DIVA ZONE!! We strive to create an ensemble atmosphere of mutual respect and creative support! 

DRESS CODE and APPEARANCE: Please dress appropriately for rehearsals. Actors should wear clothing they can move easily in. Non-slip shoes must be worn at all times (no flip flops!). Actor will wear costume as assigned. Dance and/or character shoes may be required and are the responsibility of the individual actor. 

PERSONAL BELONGINGS: Personal belongings are each individual’s responsibility and we recommend leaving any valuables at home especially during performances. HPA assumes no responsibility for lost items.

PUBLICITY FOR PRODUCTION, SEASON OR THEATER: Actor agrees to pose for customary and usual photographs and to allow the use of his/her name and likeness by HPA to publicize, promote, and advertise the production, season and/or Theater. Actor agrees to participate in the video taping of a live performance for use in HPA archive and fundraising efforts.
